I. Call to Order
Mr. Hale called the meeting to order at 7:31 pm, with four (4) Supervisors present to establish a quorum. Ms. Brennan joined the meeting at 7:33pm during the moment of silence.
A. Moment of Silence
B. Pledge of Allegiance – Mr. Bruguiere led the Pledge of Allegiance
II. Consent Agenda
Mr. Carter introduced the budget amendment and explained that the County’s portion of the amendment is a temporary transfer from the Capital Fund to the Piney River III fund in order to be able to make timely payments to the project’s Contractor. He noted that these monies will be restored to the Capital Fund once the funds to cover the payment to the Contractor are reimbursed from the projects grant funding sources as also provided for in the budget amendment.
Mr. Carter then explained the Schools request and noted that this was the first of possibly three more that the Board would see. He noted that the amendment appropriates monies that the school division has received or will receive of $316,409.19, in new funds not yet appropriated or carryover funds from last year that were unexpended. He noted that $227,639.15 is new Stimulus monies being appropriated out of a total of 774,380.98 in new stimulus funds to be received this year and to be carried over to next year for Title I and IDEA- special education.  He then noted that the amendment also includes a reduction in state funding of $309,519 which is itemized in the spreadsheet provided by Assistant Superintendent Irvin.
He noted that the Schools will receive $1,090,790.60 in total of new monies (federal-carryover or new stimulus) and will lose $309,519 in state monies and the Schools adjusts for the loss in state funds by netting it out against new monies in order to get the bottom line total to be appropriated of $234,529.34.

Mr. Carter further explained that the loss in state funds is offset by the Schools savings from the nonpayment of 4th Qtr VRS payments and that they were not really losing anything that will impact them and are gaining for specific (special education) programs.

Mr. Carter expressed his concern that use of the stimulus funds is building programs that won't continue to be supported once the stimulus funds are fully expended. Mr. Johnson added that he is aware that the Schools are using these funds in purchasing materials that haven't been previously purchased for these specific programs. Mr. Carter added that the schools cannot use the Federal stimulus funds to supplant funds already being used for these programs.
Lastly, Mr. Carter explained that the Virginia State Code limits budget amendment to 1% of the total budget, unless a public hearing is held, so staff has broken down the total amendments to be approved into several amendments.

In response to questions, Mr. Carter noted that unexpended Federal stimulus funds in this fiscal year, can be carried over to next year.
There being no further questions from the Board, Mr. Johnson moved to approve Resolution R2009-93, FY09-10 Budget Amendment and Ms. Brennan seconded the motion.  There being no further discussion, Supervisors voted unanimously (5-0) by roll call vote, to approve the motion and the following resolution was adopted:

III. Unfinished/New Business 

A. Disposition of County Owned Property- Sale of Former Rockfish Valley Elementary School to the Rockfish Valley Community Center.

Mr. Hale inquired as to the status of this item with the Committee (Ms. Brennan and Mr. Harvey).  Ms. Brennan noted that they were working through some issues with RVCC that they wish to fully resolve prior to the Board’s further consideration; and there was no action taken.

B. Solid Waste Collection System – Blackrock Compactor

The Board and Staff acknowledged that there was no new information to discuss on this subject.  However, Mr. Hale noted his awareness that Ms. Brennan and Mr. Carter had spoken to Russell Otis about the issues with the Blackrock compactor and he noted his desire to talk to him also before a decision was made. Ms. Brennan noted that Mr. Otis wanted to present their side of the issue to the Board at a subsequent meeting. The Board briefly discussed whether or not WPOA was addressing the ongoing concerns and that there was a difference of opinion on the parts of the County and WPOA on what has been going on.  Following the brief discussion, the Board’s consensus was to defer action with regards to maintenance or not of the compactor at that site. 
IV. Public Comments
There were no persons wishing to be recognized for public comments.
V. Closed Session Pursuant to §2.2-3711 (A)(7): Consultation with Legal Council, or briefing by staff about a probable future litigation pertaining to former Sheriff Department deputies’ demand for payment and/or the pending case of former Deputy S. Folsom vs. Sheriff David Brooks.
Mr. Johnson moved that the Nelson County Board of Supervisors convene in closed session to discuss the following as permitted by Virginia Code § 2.2-3711(A)(7):  Consultation with Legal Counsel, or briefing by staff about a probable future litigation pertaining to former Sheriff Department deputies’ demand for payment and/or the pending case of former Deputy S. Folsom vs. Sheriff D. Brooks.

Mr. Bruguiere seconded the motion and there being no further discussion, Supervisors voted unanimously (5-0) to approve the motion and go convene in closed session.

The closed session was conducted, after which Mr. Bruguiere moved to come out of executive session and Mr. Harvey seconded the motion. There being no further discussion, Supervisors voted unanimously by voice vote to approve the motion and reconvene in public session.

Mr. Johnson then moved that the Nelson County Board of Supervisors certify that, in the closed session just concluded, nothing was discussed except the matter or matters specifically identified in the motion to convene in closed session and  lawfully permitted to be discussed under the provisions of the Virginia Freedom of Information act cited in that motion.
Ms. Brennan seconded the motion and there being no further discussion, Supervisors voted unanimously (5-0) by roll call vote to approve the motion and certify the closed session.
Introduced: Prior to adjournment, Mr. Hale inquired as to the status of handicap access at the Registrar’s Office and Mr. Carter noted that Blair will finish the lower level parking lot this week and will put temporary handicap access from the north side into the lower parking area. He noted that the Board’s decision regarding the future of the building would more permanently address it. 
Introduced: Prior to adjournment, Mr. Johnson reported that there was an upcoming conference call on October 30th with Congressman Tom Perriello, that the Board members were invited to participate in. Ms. Brennan indicated an interest in doing so.
VI. Adjournment

At 8:31 pm, Mr. Harvey moved to adjourn the meeting and Ms. Brennan seconded the motion. There being no further discussion, Supervisors voted unanimously by voice vote to approve the motion and the meeting adjourned.
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
